Requirements and Program Timeline

The graduate program in the Department of Communication Sciences and Disorders for Speech-
Language Pathology offers admission to applicants who appear to have the highest potential for
graduate study and who are the most likely to contribute to their academic and professional field
through research and/or professional practice.

Applicants must hold a bachelor's degree from a regionally accredited institution or a recognized
institution in another country before starting the graduate program. An undergraduate degree in
Communication Sciences and Disorders is not required. Qualified students from all backgrounds
are encouraged to submit an application.

ASHA requires a minimum of 25 documented hours of clinical observation as a prerequisite to
graduate level clinical practicum. This means graduate students must complete at least 25
observation hours before beginning direct client contact. Applicants do not need completed
observation hours to apply to the program. However, observation hours must be completed
before working with a client.

You must have passed a college-level Statistics course prior to starting the program. A
course in "Research Methods and Design" in a Communication Sciences and Disorders
department is not acceptable for meeting this requirement. AP Equivalent must be on college
transcript.



NOTE: For enrollment in CDIS 619 and CDIS 620, please note that students are expected
to demonstrate prerequisite knowledge by meeting the following (students who have not
completed the prerequisite courses with the minimum grades specified below should work
out a plan with the course instructor to ensure that they will be successful in the courses):

e CDIS 619: SATISFACTORY COMPLETION OF AT LEAST TWO SEMESTERS
OF COLLEGE-LEVEL SPANISH and a MINIMUM GRADE OF 3.0 OR HIGHER
in a Language Development course, or PERMISSION OF THE INSTRUCTOR.

o CDIS 620: A MINIMUM GRADE OF 3.0 OR HIGHER in a Language Development
course, a Social/Behavioral Sciences course (e.g., Psychology, Sociology,
Anthropology, etc.), and Statistics course, or PERMISSION OF THE
INSTRUCTOR.

The length of the program may vary depending on the undergraduate background of the
applicant. For students with a background in Communication Sciences and Disorders the
program is a full 24 month program.

Grad Plus students (those without the required prerequisite courses) will enroll in our 36 month
program.

The following courses, or their content equivalents, are required as part of the graduate program.
If you have taken course equivalents that count toward the degree, please be prepared to provide
documentation such as syllabi, course description, assignments, etc. You must have taken all five
prerequisites elsewhere or take all five courses within our graduate program. We cannot accept
any less than the total five to count toward your Master's degree.

Speech and Hearing Science Prerequisites:
e Speech and Language Science
e Audiology and Hearing Science
o Functional Anatomy/Physiology of Communication
o Language Development
e Phonetics and Phonology

The courses listed above may be taken prior to applying or, if admitted, can be taken in the first
year of your graduate program. If you chose to take the five courses as part of your graduate
program, it will take you three years to complete the program.
